The SVKT College is situated on the outskirt of the Nashik city and
therefore, majority of the students who take admission in this college belong to around 40 to
45 surrounding villages. Such students are from the vernacular backgrounds and have many
social, economic, domestic and academic problems. The college, after giving a deep thought,
in order to help and support students to overcome such problems started some novel schemes
and services in collaborations with some NGOs and Philanthropists. The sole aim of initiating
such services is to bridge the gap between marginalized students and the privileged students.
Every attempt is being made by the college to create awareness about equity in gender and
social behaviours among the students. Followings are some of the unique and distinguished
services provided by the college to the students.

1. Motivate & Guided students for Serve the nation

Preparing students for making career in defence services with the help of serving and
retired officers. The institute is situated in Deolali camp area which is an important army base
in the country, with Air Force Station and School of Artillery of the Indian Army. Commanding
officer, Lieutenant colonel and other administrative officers' visits and guide our students. Due
to guidance and motivation of these officers in 2022-23 our four students were selected as
Agniveer and Suraj Chaudhari selected for the post of Lieutenant General.

As it is already mentioned, the college has students from near about 45 surrounding
villages, they need to commute from a long distance. Majority of the students belong to the
Below Poverty Level; therefore, they cannot afford going to the nearby hotels or snack centres
for any kind of breakfast if at all they require. The college, following the foot prints of the
founders its mother institute MVP Samaj, Nashik, communicated with many NGS and
Philanthropists who could provide their service in terms of providing some snacks to the
students at No Loss No Profit basis. Ultimately, Birmanisheth, one of the well-known
philanthropists and social worker came forward and agreed to provide his service of giving
snack in terms of Puri-Bhaji at just a nominal cost of Rs. 10. These are the days when even a
small pack of biscuits costs more than 5 Rs. But students from our college get puri-bhaji, just



at Rs. 10. Around 360 students get benefit of this services. The snacks are provided on the
campus itself. Every care is taken by both the parties as far as quality and hygiene of the food

is concerned
